I wish to take this opportunity to thank you all for allowing my committee and myself to serve
you. Personally, the experience has been very educational and thanks to my committee members
and your support, all our events for the term were easily accomplished.

Over the years the management committee has tried in vain to make the Diwali function a
prepaid event. MGM could reduce the overhead expenses substantially if we know the head
count in advance, so it would allow for better negotiation and decision-making. The management
committee books halls based on previous year numbers and are committed to pay for these
numbers. In 2002, MGM lost almost $1500. It almost takes us a year to raise this amount and
it is a shame to waste it all in a day. It has been decided that MGM is not going to take the risk
in the future and will restrict the number of seating to 200 with the honor being on you to
reserve your seats early. It would only take five minutes of your time to confirm your seating;
on average it takes six of us an hour each to phone all of you. It would be appreciated if
bounced cheques and all outstanding accounts are settled immediately. The committee tries to
do its best and your cooperation in this matter will help substantially.

Once again the Navratri Raas Garba has been booked in conjunction with the Kshatriya Mitra
Mandal for Friday, October 3. Our AGM and Elections are on the Sunday, May 11* and check
the ‘Future Events’ column for the picnic dates.

Thank you all for your continuous support and hope that we maintain our unity and support for
all our future committees in the same manner. On behalf of my committee I wish to apologize
for any wrong doing on our part. God bless you all.
